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Thameside Primary COVID-19 catch-up premium report 

Children and young people across the country have experienced unprecedented disruption to their education as a result of coronavirus (COVID-19). Those from the most vulnerable and disadvantaged backgrounds will be among those hardest hit. The aggregate impact of lost time in education will be substantial, and the scale of our response must match the scale of the challenge. 
Schools’ allocations will be calculated on a per pupil basis, providing each mainstream school with a total of £80 for each pupil in years Reception through to 11.
As the catch-up premium has been designed to mitigate the effects of the unique disruption caused by coronavirus (COVID-19), the grant will only be available for the 2020 to 2021 academic year. It will not be added to schools’ baselines in calculating future years’ funding allocations.

	IDENTIFIED IMPACT OF CORONAVIRUS (COVID 19)

	At our school we recognise that each child may have been impacted differently during COVID-19. In the first half of the Autumn Term we will work closely with the children and our community to identify where the children are in their learning journey and what is needed to ensure they can ‘catch up’ as quickly as possible. 
Upon the return to school in September 2020 extensive work was carried out to see where the children were in their learning, where they need to get to and how best to get them there. Our findings were as follows:
· Children returned to school positively and attendance was good despite threat of COVID-19 spread.

· The children’s behaviour and attitudes towards learning continued to be good
· Children’s reading ability across the school had been significantly affected

· There is a lack of enthusiasm for writing for a large number of children

· There are clear gaps in maths concepts 

· Spelling is weak across the school

· Some children have had no or very limited social interactions with others for a significant amount of time
